Territorial Census of 1855.

Jackson’s Kansas 1855 Territorial Census Index, R929.3781/J13K.

The lists are those who voted in elections concerning the issue of slavery. The lists do not cover all 

counties of the territory for the years given. They exist as follows: 

1856: Douglas, Johnson, Franklin 1857: Allen, Anderson, Atchison, Bourbon, Brown, Calhoun 

[later changed to Jackson], Davis [later changed to Geary], Doniphan, Dorn, Douglas, Jefferson, 

Johnson, Leavenworth, Linn, Lykins [later changed to Miami], McGee [later changed to Cherokee], 

Marshall, Nemaha, Pottawatomie, and Riley. There is also a census of Shawnees, native or adopted in 

1857, who received 200 acres under terms of the treaty of 10 May 1854. 1858: Johnson and Marshall; 

Shawnees entitled to vote. The library has two copies of this roll.

This census is a list of voters by county. It gives names of voters, dates of settlement, heads of 

families not voters, number of minors, number of colored persons, total, and remarks. The latter often 

gives occupation.

The records are filmed in alphabetical order by name of county. The counties included are Allen,

Marshall, Miami, Morris, Nemaha, Neosho, Osage, Ottawa, Pottawatomie, Riley, Saline, Shawnee, 

Wabaunsee, Woodson, and Wyandotte.
